Project Diploma

Project Diploma is a community-based initiative formed to promote the merits of pursuing higher education and increase role-model visibility within the Portuguese-Canadian community. 

Our vision is to launch a holistic and data-driven action plan that coordinates the community’s efforts and makes higher education more prevalent, in the form of university, college or apprenticeships.

Our approach avoided “re-inventing the wheel” in two ways: first, examining the blueprints of other initiatives that have successfully tackled similar issues created our action plan; second it leverages existing resources and organizations while increasing their public awareness and efficiency.

In the fall of 2003, Project Diploma launched a panel-based community out reach program. This program introduces role models to the community and creates an open forum in which personal experiences can be shared and learned from. Project Diploma is launching a pilot mentoring program at local high schools, thus providing additional support to students in informal settings.
